WHEREAS, it is to the interest, benefit and advantage of the Developer and of
each and every owner who shall hereafter purchase any lot of said property, that certain
protective covenants, conditions, restrictions, and casements governing and regulating the
use and occupancy of the same be established, set forth and declared:

NOW, THEREFORE, Developer declares that the real property described above
is and shall be held, transferred, sold, mortgaged, conveyed, leased, occupied and used
subject to covenants, conditions, restrictions, and easements hereinafter set forth.

i ARCHITECTURAL C L CO 'TER

1. Architectural Control Committee, hereinafter referred to as “the ACC”, shall
mean and refer to the Developer, or such other individuals as Developer may
appointment, or such entity to which the Architectural Control Corpmittee may
assign its duties, until all lots in al! vnits and phases of the subdivision have been
fully developed or sold to potential residents. After such time the Architectural
Control Committee shall be those owners elected by a majority. of all the owners
of the subdivision. Developer shall appoint three (3) persons to Architectural
ControIComrmtteeandDevehperto have the right to change members of said
Commtﬁeeasbngnstheyshaﬁownauyhtsmmddmhpmemaraddmm
phases of said development.

d) specifications showing the nature, kind, shape, height, materials, basic
exterior finishes and colors of all proposed structures.

ARTICLE 11: GENERAL COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS

1. No previously approved structure shall be used for any purpose other
than that for which it was originally designed.

2. No lot shall be split, divided, or subdivided for sale, resale, gift, transfer
or otherwise.

3. Pre-manufactured housing is not acceptable. No residence in whole or
in part, may be constructed off-sitc and relocated to a Jot. This inclndes
any preexisting structure being relocated from another site to a Jot in the
subdivision. Only on site, stick build houses will be allowed. This is
not meant to prevent the use of pre-manufactured wall components or

' trusses from being used m the on-site construction of a home.

4. No boat, boat trailer, bus, trailer, motor home, or any similar items shall
be stored between the front plane of the house and the road, on any lot
for period of time in excess of tweaty-four (24) hours.

5. No animals, livestock, insects or poultry shall be kept or maintained on
any lot except the usual household pets may be kept on any lot for
purpose other than breeding or commercial, All bousehold pets shalt be
maintained in such a manner that their behaviot, included but got
Jimited to noise or odor, are not offensive to reasonable standards,
Including, but not limited to, the specific requirement that all household
petsshu]l,atalltimes,becon&edtothelotoftheowncrmptwhen
on a jeash,

6. Nosignorothexadvcrﬁsingdcviecofauynann'cshanbeplacedupona
lot except as provided herein, other than a standard “For Sale™ or “For
Lease” sign placed upon any Jot which is in fact for sale or for rent.
Any other signs or advertising devices may be erected and maintained
uponportiononthepmputyifappmvedbyth:Dcw]oper,ortbeACC,
asto cplor. location, nature, size and other characteristics of such signs
or devices. The Developer or the ACC may, at its discretion, adopt and

peonulgate rules and regulations relating to signs which may be
employed.

No temporary house, trailer, garage, shack or tent shall be erected on
any of the lots in said unit; and no such lot, nor the house situated
thereon, may be used for school, kindergartens, or business of any
nature. All lots shall be used for single family residence purposes only
and no such lot shall be sub-divided.

No lumber, mefals, bulk material (except lumber, metals, bulk materials
as is usual in the maintenance of a private residence and which must be
stored in such a manner so that it cannot be seen from adjacent and
surrounding property), refuse or trash shall be kept, stored or allowed to
accumulate on any lot, except building materials during the course of
construction of any approved structure. If trash or other refuse is to be
disposed of by being picked up and carried away on a regular and
recurring basis, containers shall be stored in such a manner so that they
cannot be seen from adjacent and surrounding property. The
Developer, o1 the ACC, in its discretion, may adopt and promwlgate
reasonable rules and regulations relating to the size, shape, color and
type of comtainers permitted and the manner of storage of the same on
the property. No lot shall be sued as a dumping ground for rubbish,
trash or garbage.

All driveways shall be made of concrete, asphalt, or other approved
surfaces.

No dwelling located on any ot shall be more than three (3) stories in
height, cxcluding basement. :
No dwelling located in the Subdivision shall have heated living area,
with ceiling height of not less than eight (8) feet, exclusive of garages,
carports, porches, terraces, bulk storage and basements, (even if
ﬁﬁshed)ofbssﬁmnfouﬁemmnﬂred(lm)squeettbraom(l)
story bome or a split level home. A multi-storied dwelling (up to three

. (3) stories) shall have a minimum of fourteen hundred (1400) heated

square feet,
